CURRENT CLASSES 

At present we cater for students from 2 to 16 years old. As the school continues to expand, new classes 

will be created and more specialist staff employed. Our teachers are all fully qualified teachers, native 

English speakers and nearly all recruited from the UK. Each class up to Year 2 has an assigned Classroom 

Assistant, with Early Years and Nursery maintaining a ratio of 1 adult to 5 children.  
 

We aim to limit class sizes. We feel small classes are a huge benefit to young children as they gain a great 

deal of individual attention from the teachers and class assistants. 
 

First School classes are located on Soi 2, 2/1-2 Yen Akart. The Primary Year 3 to Year 6 and Secondary 

Year 7 upwards are on the main site located across the road from Soi 2 at 34/3-4 Yen Akart Road.  
 

Ability to speak English:  For children who speak little English a short assessment is necessary for 

enrolment. A child with minimal English may be placed in a supplemental ‘English as an Additional 

Language’ (EAL) class for a more focused course of English Language learning. This decision is arrived 

at in consultation with the parent(s) and class teacher.  

 

School hours for the First School (Early Years to Year 2) 

School starts at 8.20am.  Children in the First School may arrive from 7.45am and play in the garden.

Early Years children start school by coming of a half – day and progress to a full week after a term. New

Half-day children need to be collected by 12.00pm.  Full day children in Early Years, Nursery and 

Reception classes are to be collected by 2.30pm.
